















How ___________ Community College Performed





____ Community College identified ____ students as being officially enrolled (having paid the tuition/fees and attended at least one class as of 1/10 of the semester) during 2002-03.  Of those ___ students, __% were enrolled in occupational programs.  __ .% of those designated as concentrators*  were enrolled in academic courses while ___% of concentrators  were enrolled in occupational specialty courses.  __% of the concentrators earned a GPA of 2.0 or better in their academic courses.  Of those concentrators enrolled in occupational specialty courses, __% earned a GPA of 2.0 or better in these courses.





In Fall 2000, _______ Community College enrolled         full-time, first-time degree seeking occupational students.  As of August 31, 2003,           of these students were awarded a Board recognized certificate or degree.            students were still enrolled, and __  students transferred to another institution (as verified through faculty, follow up calls, transcript requests, or some other means of verification).  





During 2002-2003, ____Community College conducted surveys of all graduates that received a conferred degree or certificate during 2001-2002.  Of the ___ students who received an award in an occupational field, __  ( __%) actually  responded to the survey.  Of those that responded ___% reported themselves as:  1) being employed,  2) having entered military services, or 3) having continued their education within 180 days of graduation. The remaining __% were either unemployed or not in the labor force by choice.	  





Non-traditional programs are those programs designated by the federal government as having less than 25% of either gender employed in a particular field.  These data are based upon National Labor Market statistics.  A field is considered non-traditional for women if women make up less than 25% of those employed within the field (e.g. Welding, Automobile Mechanics).  Likewise, a field is considered non-traditional for men if men make up less than 25% o the employment in the field (e.g. Nursing).





____ Community College enrolled ___ students in non-traditional programs during 2002-03.  Of these students, __ men were enrolled in programs considered non-traditional for men while __ women were enrolled in programs considered non-traditional for women.  Thus,  __% of the students were enrolled in occupational programs considered non-traditional for their gender.  





During 2002-2003, ____ Community College awarded occupational degrees and certificates to ___ students.  Of these students,              % received awards in non-traditional fields.            men received an award in a field considered non-traditional for their gender while __ women received at least one award considered non-traditional for their gender.  Thus, __% completed programs considered 


non-traditional for their gender.
