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In order for the state to meet the performance levels, it is imperative that each college’s Perkins Four Year Plan focuses on improving the performance on each indicator in each occupational program. Colleges should place priority on those activities that will aid them in either meeting or exceeding the state levels of performance.  A one-half (.50) percent per year increase is expected for Core Indicators #1-3 and a one-quarter (.25) percent increase per year is expected for Core Indicator #4.  Colleges must strive to meet or exceed the state levels of performance.  However, if already attained, colleges must still demonstrate continuous improvement by attaining these percentage increases.





*Concentrator – a student officially enrolled in an occupational program who had earned at least 12 credits (excluding developmental courses) towards the completion of an award (degree/certificate) at  the beginning of the reporting year.
